On Teaching Sunday School
I WAS PANICKED! For some
inexplicable reason I had let my wife
volunteer us to teach Sunday School.
What had I done? I was brought up an
Episcopalian: I don’t know anything
about the Bible. What if they ask me a
question I don’t have an answer to? I didn’t
know Elijah from Elisha – in fact I didn’t
know there was an Elisha. I couldn’t find
Nazareth with a road map. A deep,
probing theological question would fall
into uncharted waters. How would I
answer a question about the very existence
of God himself? What about (gasp!)
premarital sex, drugs, violence in schools,
single parent families? Could I control the
class? At least my wife had an education
degree and teaching experience. Surely she
could cover me.

As we prepared to receive our students
the first day, I took a deep breath, sighed
and said one last prayer. Would God
answer or would He fall off of a cloud
laughing? I feared the worst. The new
students filed in one at a time. Each one
casting a suspicious and not so friendly
look my way as they found their seats.
The clock struck 9:00; it was time to face
the music. As I started into the steely
defiant eyes of each child in the classroom,
I knew my prayers had been answered.
With my wife’s help, we could handle this
group of fourteen 2 and 3 year old
children.
Those first few months I was relegated to
being the enforcer; keeping each child in
his or her seat long enough to sing a song
or listen to a story. I came through

unscathed and better for having had the
experience. Although it remains a little
embarrassing when I occasionally break
out into a spontaneous chorus of “Jesus
Loves Me” or “This Little Light of Mine”
during a boring business meeting.
Over the years I have had the privilege of
teaching every grade at one time or
another; from 2 and 3 year old children
to the young adults in high school. Did
they ask question I couldn’t answer? You
bet. But this gave us a chance to learn
together. Did I learn from them?
Absolutely! I learned how wonderful
children are – even teenagers. I learned
how desperately they need a safe place to
ask questions and be listened to. I learned
that they need acceptance and sometimes
